This family guide gives you a prayer
request for every day of the week. Moms, dads and kids everywhere will be praying for the
same thing together too.

Imagine unrolling a papyrus
scroll and reading hieroglyphs. Egyptians used “hieroglyphics,” a system of pictures instead of
words, to communicate in writing. Can you imagine that? Pictures were words for people in ancient
times! Pyramids, camels and mummies also come to mind when we think about this great country.

Fun Facts About Egypt

Some of the world’s earliest mathematicians—experts in
arithmetic, algebra and geometry—came from Egypt. 

Papyrus “paper” is made from the papyrus plant: stems are
sliced into strips, then soaked, “woven” together, pressed flat
and dried, forming the paper. The oldest surviving scrolls made
of papyrus were made hundreds of years before Jesus was born! 

A long time ago, the Egyptians discovered that it takes 365 days
for the earth to move in a full circle around the sun. We call
that time period a year. Calendars help us keep track of days
and years that go by. Many countries of the world today use a
calendar much like Egypt’s very old “solar” (sun) calendar.

The Nile River, which flows throughout Egypt, is the longest river
in the world. 

You can use the internet to learn how to write your own name in
Egyptian hieroglyphs. Ask Mom or Dad to help you use your
computer to look this up.

Have you ever thought about the Bible using other names for God? Often, the names refer to a
special character trait. For example, Jehovah Shalom means the Lord our peace. Do you ever get
scared or worried? If so, ask God to show you that He is Jehovah Shalom and to fill you with His
peace.

Jehovah Jireh means Lord God provider. Jehovah Rapha means Lord our healer. Jesus is also
our Wonderful Counselor, Mighty God and Prince of Peace. As you study His names, you will gain
deeper insights to His power, His character and the roles He plays in your life.   

Did you know that God also calls you by your name? Yes! There are multiple verses where He says
this. 

"Now this is what the Lord says.
He created you, people of Jacob.
He formed you, people of Israel.

He says, 'Don’t be afraid, because I have saved you.
I have called you by name, and you are Mine.'"

—Isaiah 43:1, International Children's Bible

Would you be excited if your favorite sports or music star knew you by name? How much more
special is it that the Lord God knows you by name! Many Egyptians don’t know that He calls each
of them by name and longs to reach them with His loving salvation. Please join us in praying for
them today and every day this month.

Pray that people sharing the good news of Jesus
with the people of Egypt will seek His way about
how to work together to grow the family of God.

Day 1

Churches all around the world are made up of people
who are not perfect. There is only one person who
lived a perfect life—Jesus! Pray that His followers in
Egypt will trust and obey Him. As they grow more
loving and kind—like Him—may their friends and
neighbors see it and want to follow Him too.

Day 4

Ask the Lord to help many, many Egyptians who
haven’t yet heard the good news of Jesus soon
hear about Him and invite Him into their lives.

Day 2

Pray for God to provide all that is needed—money,
supplies and other necessary things—to help Christ
followers share the gospel message with Egyptians.

Day 3

Some Egyptians are taking God’s truth to their
people as well as to other countries. Pray for God
to guide these Christians to people who want to
know Jesus.

Day 5

In the verse below, the writer Paul encourages us to
pray for everyone. That includes your family, your
friends, your neighbors, your classmates, the
people in your city, state, nation and all the people
of Egypt. Does this seem impossible? It doesn’t have
to be. Make a plan. Pray for one group each day. 

“First, I tell you to pray for all people. Ask God for
the things people need, and be thankful to Him. …
God wants all people to be saved. And He wants
everyone to know the truth.” — 1 Timothy 2:1, 4, ICB

Day 6

Pray that students of all ages in Egypt are glad and
ready to receive the good news of Jesus as soon as
they hear it.

Day 7

“God, have mercy on us and bless us.
    Show Your kindness to us. 
Then the world will learn Your ways.
    All nations will learn that You can save.” 

— Psalm 67:1-2, ICB

Week 1 requests



Week 1 Activity: Coloring Page

Pray for Egypt’s president and other leaders to lead
wisely and make good decisions for their people.

Day 8

Ask God to keep Egypt’s people and country safe
from anyone who might want to do them harm.
Pray that they put their trust in God.

Day 9

Pray for Christian leaders wherever they are in
Egypt. Pray that they let their light shine for Jesus
when they are around people who don’t yet know
Him and among His followers too.

Day 12

Many people in Egypt are poor. Pray for Egyptians
to receive the important things they need, like
food, housing and jobs. May they also come to
understand God’s love for them.

Day 10

Day 14
Ask God to encourage many Egyptian Christians to
share the story of Jesus with their own people and
with people in other countries.

Today we are praying this verse for every Christian
in Egypt. 

“Lord, teach me what You want me to do. And I
will live by Your truth. Teach me to respect You
completely.” — Psalm 86:11, ICB

When praying using the Bible, you can simply add
names or whole groups of people into the verse,
like this: “Lord, teach Christians in Egypt what You
want them to do. May they live by Your truth.
Teach them to respect You completely.” This is
another great verse to pray for yourself, your
family and friends.

Day 13

Christians around the world are different in many
ways. But because we all love and serve Jesus and
are learning how to live His way by reading His
Word (the Bible), we should agree on what matters
most to God. These are the things that help us be
loving, kind and cooperative with others in God’s
family. Pray that Egypt’s Christians and all
Christians everywhere will do these things that help
us become more like Jesus.

Day 11

“I will ask the Father, and He will give you
another Helper. He will give you this Helper
to be with you forever. The Helper is the
Spirit of truth. … He lives with you and He will
be in you.”

— John 14:16-17, ICB

People sometimes search for information on their
computer or their phone. Some of it is truthful and some
information can be false or harmful. Pray for people who
want to know about Jesus or the God of the Bible. May
God draw them to what is truthful and helpful.

Day 21 

Some Christians in Egypt use their country’s holidays
to gather with their friends and show them the love
of Jesus. Pray that God will make it possible for
them to gather together, and that He will lead and
protect Christians as they share about Jesus.

Day 19

Pray for Christians in Egypt to get more
opportunities to learn how to help others know
God and grow with Him.

Day 16

Have you ever played a game and each team was
made up of two people? They are partners working
together, helping each other get a job done, like
getting to the finish line first. In Egypt and other
countries, some churches have partners too, like
another church or a group of people who want to
help in some way. These are called “partnerships.”
Pray that churches and their partners will work
well together to get jobs done.

Day 17

Day 18
Pray God will help Christians be strong when they
face unkind people and hard things. Pray that their
strong faith in God will attract others to Jesus’
gospel of peace.

Pray with us that all Egyptian Christians will read the
Bible to learn what God wants them to do, then
obey His teaching every day. 

“So you must fully obey the Lord our God. You must
follow all His laws and commands. You must
continue to obey in the future as you do now.” 
— 1 Kings 8:61, ICB

Day 20

Pray that many Christian Egyptians can be trained to
use social media on computers and phones to reach
people who haven’t met Jesus. Imagine that! We can
use our computers and phones to share Jesus.

Day 15

“Lord, all the nations You have made will
come and worship You. They will honor You.”

Week 3 requests



Week 3 Activity: Egypt Maze



In Egypt many things help Christians share the
message of Jesus, like social media, videos and
Bible studies. We think of them as tools in our
toolbox. Pray for God to show Egyptians which
tools to use each time they want to help someone
understand His message.

Day 22
Thank the Lord for Jesus followers who go to
where poor people live to serve them and show
they care. By doing this people can come to know
how great God’s love is for them.

Day 26

Ask God to lead many followers of Jesus to be
messengers of the gospel in Egypt and in other
places where people haven’t yet heard.

Day 23

Pray that Egyptian Christian leaders ask for God’s
wisdom in helping their country fix some very big
problems.

Day 24

Day 25
Pray for Christians around the world to send Bibles
to the Egyptian people in their own heart language,
wherever they may be—even in faraway places—so
everyone can learn that God loves them.

Pray this prayer written by Paul. He was praying for
the Christians in Ephesus. Today, we are praying for
Christians in Egypt. 

“I always pray to the God of our Lord Jesus Christ—
to the glorious Father. I pray that He will give you a
spirit that will make you wise in the knowledge of
God—the knowledge that He has shown you.” 
— Ephesians 1:17, ICB

Day 27

Christian workers have a hard job! Taking the
message of Jesus to new places may mean they are
separated from their families, are around unfamiliar
things and need to trust God in new ways. Ask God
to provide friends, food, clothes and a place to live.

Ask God to
lead them to places online that explain the truth of
the Bible, and that because of what they read or
who they talk to they put their trust in Jesus, who
loves them.

Egyptian churches need people to teach others
about the Bible, to show them how to live God’s
way and how to tell others about their faith. Then,
they too can teach and show more people. Ask
God to bring many teachers to churches in Egypt.

Day 30

Lord Jesus, we thank You for giving us a chance to
pray for Egypt each day this month. We believe You
will continue Your work there until everyone has
heard clearly about Jesus and been invited to follow
Him. Someday we’ll see how You answered our
prayers. May heaven be filled with Egyptian people
who started to follow Jesus in part due to our
prayers this month. We give you all honor and praise.
