We will focus on a different least-reached country in
every guide. There are 12 family guides covering 12 countries this year—one for every month.

Why do we call these countries “least reached”? Many of the people in these countries have
never heard about Jesus, or it’s difficult for them to hear about Him. Even though you won’t
get on a plane to each country, when you pray, you join our adventure—our mission to make
a difference in the lives of the people in each country.

The best part is you’ll always know what to pray for. This family guide gives you a prayer
request for every day of the week. Moms, dads and kids everywhere will be praying for the
same thing together too. Let’s get started by learning about this month’s country.

Fun Facts About Bangladesh

The largest mangrove forest in the world, which goes by the
name Sundarbans, is in Bangladesh. It is a vast area with a
unique ecosystem and an amazing variety of wildlife. Most of
the Bengal Tigers live there.

The Royal Bengal Tiger is the national animal of Bangladesh. It is
a symbol of strength and courage, and its roar can be heard up
to two miles away! 

Bengali is spoken by almost 99% of the population, and there
are around 40 other languages spoken in the country. At least
36 of these languages have gospel tools–films and other
materials–available to them.

The state of Iowa in the U.S. is similar in size to Bangladesh. Yet
the populations are drastically different: Bangladesh has close
to 170 million people and Iowa only has about 3 million people! 

Bangladesh is often called the “Land of Rivers” because it has
about 700 rivers flowing through it. In comparison, the state of
Iowa only has four rivers.

Look around your house and you’ll probably find lots of things made of textile, which is another
word for fabric. That could be anything from towels, bath robes, dish cloths, napkins, bedding
and more! Did you know that much of the world’s textiles are made in Bangladesh? Actually,
Bangladesh is the second largest textile and clothing exporter in the world, after China. That is
really amazing. 

Look at a map and see how much smaller Bangladesh is than China. Next time you get clothes out
to wear, check the tag and see where that piece of clothing was made. Take a moment and pray
for that country. There is a good chance that you have clothing that came from several of our
least-reached countries. 

It’s easy to forget to pray like we want to. We often need reminders to remember to pray. The
tags on your clothing can be a good reminder. You can also make a prayer list of specific items to
pray for each of your family members and friends. Pick a time each day to take out that list and
pray for several people on it. It is helpful to do this at the same time each day. 

We made this family guide to help you and your family know what to pray each day for
Bangladesh. Thank you for joining us.

Church leaders have big responsibilities, like
teaching the truth of the Bible and guiding 
people to think and live more like Jesus. Pray 
that Bangladeshi church leaders would wisely 
lead their churches.

Day 1

Pray that God’s Spirit, who lives inside His
followers, would guide Christians in Bangladesh to
speak with their neighbors about the hope God has
given them.

Day 4

Many Christian groups in Bangladesh are helping
make life better for the poor or needy, but
sometimes they are treated unkindly because 
of their faith in Jesus. Pray that they would be 
wise and careful as they work, and that the light 
of Jesus’ message reaches those who haven’t 
yet heard.

Day 2

When Christian workers go into new places to
share the message of Jesus, everything goes
better when they first make friends with the
leaders of churches and groups already in that
place. Ask God to help Christian workers in
Bangladesh work together with the people there.

Day 5

Movies that tell the true story about Jesus are a
good way to share the gospel with those who 
don’t yet know Him. Ask Jesus to show Himself 
to Bangladeshi men, women and children through
movies this year, so they know that He is good, 
that He loves them very much and that He wants
to be their friend.

Day 3

Pray that Bangladeshi people who do not yet know
Jesus would recognize Him for who He is and see
their need for Him.

“Jesus answered, ‘I am the way. And I am the truth
and the life. The only way to the Father is through
Me.’” — John 14:6, ICB

Day 6

Do you know who is the leader of your country?
What about the leader of your state or province?
Who is the leader of your city, your school or your
church? There are a lot of leaders who make
decisions that affect us. The Bible instructs us to
thank God for our leaders and to pray for them—
whether they make good or bad decisions, whether
they are kind or unkind, and even if we don’t know
their names. God wants us to pray for them to be
wise and to lead us well. Remember to pray for
your leaders and for all the leaders of Bangladesh.

Day 7

“The Lord is not slow in doing what He
promised—the way some people understand
slowness. But God is being patient with you.
He does not want anyone to be lost. He wants
everyone to change his heart and life.”

— 2 Peter 3:9, International Children's Bible

Week 1 Activity: Tiger Coloring Page



Pray that all the leaders of Bangladesh will find
ways to work together for the good of the country
and its people.

Day 8

Pray especially for those who are taking the gospel
message to unreached people in different parts of
Bangladesh to be wise and careful.

Day 9

Pray for Christian workers to love God with their
whole hearts as they bring the good news of Jesus
to the people of Bangladesh.

Day 12

There are Christian groups who work hard to help
meet the needs of people in Bangladesh whose
lives seem hopeless. May every person know it is
the love of God that motivates these helpers to
reach out and help.

Day 10

Day 11
Christians in Bangladesh are sometimes treated
harshly because of their faith in the God of the
Bible. Pray that their faith stays strong and that
unkindness will turn into respect and faith in the
God of the Bible.

Using Scripture is great to pray for yourself, your
family, your friends, and for people far away. Pray
this for every Christian in Bangladesh: 

“You were raised from death with Christ. So aim at
what is in heaven, where Christ is sitting at the right
hand of God. Think only about the things in heaven,
not the things on earth.” — Colossians 3:1-2, ICB

Day 13

Do you know how to make your faith stronger?
First, read your Bible often and work at
understanding it. Knowing what God says in
Scripture can help us obey God. Second, talk to
God often. That’s called prayer. Third, invite His
Spirit, who lives inside you, to guide you, your
thoughts and your behavior. Finally, love God and
each other. Let’s ask God to help Bangladeshis, and
believers everywhere, do these things to make their
faith stronger.

Day 14

Week 2 requests



Week 2 Activity: Sunflower Dot to Dot



Pray that Christian leaders in Bangladesh would
have more opportunities to guide and train others
in God’s ways. Many are leaders because they
studied well in school and learned what the Bible
teaches. So, study well so you can lead well, and
pray Bangladeshi children do that, too.

Day 15 
Ask God to provide enough money for Christian
workers in Bangladesh so they can take care of
their families.

Day 19

Like a good shepherd takes care of his sheep, pray
that Christian leaders in Bangladesh would be
good shepherds to God’s people.

Day 16

Pray for God’s Spirit to guide Christian workers
and teams as they join God in the work He is doing
in Bangladesh.

Day 17

Day 18
Have you ever video called someone? When
meeting in person with someone is difficult, video
calls can help two people in different places talk to
each other and see each other on their screens.
Many Bangladeshis can learn about Jesus and be
mentored to grow their faith using video calls like
this. Pray the mentors will find the best way to
teach and train new Christians.

The Bible teaches us that we have an enemy (the
devil) who wants to keep Christians from trusting
God. God wants us to stay close to Him and let 
Him fight for us. The Christians in Bangladesh need
to do this as well, so join me in praying God’s word 
for them.

“Control yourselves and be careful! The devil is
your enemy. And he goes around like a roaring lion
looking for someone to eat. Refuse to give in to the
devil. Stand strong in your faith. …” 
– 1 Peter 5:8-9, ICB

Day 20

Sometimes it’s hard to believe that God loves all
people, even those who do really bad things, but
it’s completely true! In fact, God gave His son Jesus
to die on the cross, so that anyone who believes
and follows Him can be in His family forever! Pray
that all Bangladeshis, even those who have done
really bad things, will know they are loved by the
God of the Bible.

Day 21

“For God loved the world so much that He
gave His only Son. God gave His Son so that
whoever believes in Him may not be lost, but
have eternal life.”

— John 3:16, ICB

Day 22
Pray that Christian websites in Bangladesh would
be safe places for people to learn about God and
help make His name known.

Day 26

Pray for Christians in Bangladesh to be good
examples to young believers in loving God, in
studying His Word and in walking in His ways.

Day 23

There are many people from a neighboring
country coming to live in Bangladesh hoping for a
better life. Living in Bangladesh and away from
their home country causes them to face different
struggles. Thankfully, there are Christian groups
helping to improve their living conditions. Pray for
these Christian groups, that they would bring hope
to those who feel hopeless through Jesus’ love.

Day 24

Day 25
Many Christians all over the world pray and give
money to help Christian workers who are serving 
in countries that need to hear the message of
Jesus. What a great help that is! Ask God to bless
those who are being generous with their prayers
and money.

God wants every Bangladeshi to understand what
Jesus did for them. For this to happen, we need
Christians to go tell them. Let’s pray for that.

“But before people can trust in the Lord for help,
they must believe in Him. And before they can
believe in the Lord, they must hear about Him. And
for them to hear about the Lord, someone must tell
them. And before someone can go and tell them, he
must be sent. It is written, ‘How beautiful is the
person who comes to bring good news.’” 
— Romans 10:14-15, ICB

Day 27

Those who are chosen to be pastors need to be
especially sensitive and obedient to God’s Spirit
who lives inside them. Pastors are His examples to
people and teachers of how Jesus wants people to
live. Pray that Bangladeshi pastors keep on learning
to live and lead well.
